Contributors are advised to submit
photographs with a minimum resolution of 1260 x 1260 pixels that
would be available free of charge for non-commercial use under the
Creative Common Attributions — Share Alike license. All photos
would be appropriately tagged and uploaded on Flickr, the world’s
largest online photograph sharing site. Digital copies of existing
photos that fit into one of these themes and meet the minimum
resolution criteria can also be submitted.

A jury will select the best photographs for various categories
and these will be exhibited at a prominent event in Delhi. PD would
support some of the prizes for the best photographs.
